COMMODITY PRICES IN KASSITE BABYLONIA,
FOURTEENTH TO TWELFTH CENTURIES B. C.

M. N. Mirzoyev

For an understanding of the Babylonian economic structure in the period of Kassite
rule/a study of the prices of certain articles is of great importance. The documents from
Nippur and other archives dated in the reigns of Kassite rulers have not yet been investi-
gated from this standpoint. The data in these documents on the marketing of movable
property (grain, cattle, metallic and wooden wares, clothes, wool, etc.) indicate that
prices on these goods were not very high in comparison with the preceding period. A rise

in commodity prices is observed at the end of the llpmillenium B. C. and was apparently
connected with a growth in the complexity of theypolitical situation in the country. In
documents of the XIV—XIIl centuries the following commodity prices are indicatedr
grain (barley), 1/4 — 1/2 shekels of gold or shekel“of silver for I gur (150 sila); cattle, 2—4
shekels of gold or 7—9 shekels of silver; smallhcattle, 1—2 shekels of silver, donkey, 2—4
shekels of gold, wool 5—6 shekels of gold~for I talent; garments, 1/2—2 shekels of gold.
These data on the whole correspond to 'these of the Old Babylonian period and to prices
in neighbouring countries in the second" half of the Il millennium. In contrast to the Old
and New Babylonian epochs, in the Kassite period the gold standard prevailed. But, be-
ginning with the XIIl century, silver appears as a standard alongside gold.

Throughout almost two centuries prices on basic articles of consumption remained
moderately stable, testifing.to the stability of economic situation of the coutry in gene-
ral.
