WHOLESALE TRADE IN KANISH, NINETEENTH CENTURY B. C.
UTTATU — THE SMALLEST MONEY UNIT

The smallest fraction of a shekel appears in the operations of the wholesale merchants
of Kanish (Kiil-tepe near Kayseri in Turkey) at three points: (1) when percentage is cal-
culated, (2) when shares of a trust bank are reckoned, (3) when there are additional balan-
cejpaymetits for collection to~the treasury. All three show that the reckoning is taken
from real profit.

The fact thal a,punctual*debtor might be let off from paying a fraction of a shekel
proves, that the banking associations of wholesale merchants were private enterprises.
In the state sector, to which the Kanish trade organisation traditionally belonged, this
was impossible on principle. Here the answer to such small operational concessions,
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which relieved excessive strain, was to declare a simultaneous cancellation of arrears,
a method practised when the economy was disbalanced.

Of the three phases of circulation — money, commodities and production — the
last is the most important. It is there that losses arise, which are reflected in financial
accounting: in the business correspondence of the Kanishites the small money units of
this phase relate to the reduction of silver while bringing it in line with the requirements
of international circulation. However, the chief stimulus to the rise of the smallest fra-
ction of the shekel in silver and gold remains the usually overlooked relationship of these
precious metals to the means of payment commonly used in the internal markets of Asia
Minor and Mesopotamia — copper and lead: in the banking accounts 1/180 of a shekel
is equal to 1 copper shekel {BIN, IV 54 : 15).
