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THE PARTICULAR DIFFERENTIATIONS NOTICED
ON AMPHORAE FROM RHODES

Yu.S. Badalyants

The article makes a careful analysis of the amphorae stamping practices in Rhodes, the set
of additional letters and monogrammed sings_on the’various stamps. His analysis has shown that
these differentiations are simple abbreviations, of the names of the potters who were responsible for
producing the ceramic tare. The examination of various differentiations has made it possible to
suggest that two potters could occasionally take part in production of a single amphora, one of
them in an auxiliary capacity.

The chronological classification ‘of the differentiations let the author suggest that the
practice of inserting additiohal letters was born in Rhodes at the same time as the practice of
stamping the amhorae, andsy continued throughout the whole period of marking of ceramic
tare.

There is an appendix to the article listing all the differentiations found on Rhodean
amphorae from the Northern littoral of the Black Sea; it contains all the known facts about
the stamps and.also-dates them.
