In his paper_the ‘author tries to define the historical background and geogra-
phical connotations™of a passage by Athenaios, mentioning the gift of seven cities by Kyros
to Pytharchos of Kizikos. The author argues that the cities belonged to the Troad
north and ‘south from the Ida range, i.e. to the key region giving the possibility
to draw , revenues from transhumant sheep and cattle, moving from the high pastures
to the “lower lands. The seventh name, missing in the text of Athenaios is according
to the author Antandros.
