THE MAIN STAGES OF HOPLITE PHALANX DEVELOPMENT.
FROM A MILITARY STANDPOINT

J1.K. Nefedkin

The etymology of the word «phalanx» provides no clues as to its origin. Originally, «phalanx» may
have designated a wooden weapon used for striking, with which the majority of levies-were armed. Later,
the word came to designate a sub-unit of fighters (a similar evolution can be observed with regard to the
term «knight's lance»). Then the word evolved into a term designating an important military unit.

The most commonly accepted scheme of development with regard to the atter-military unit - which
evolved largely in southern Greece - can be represented as follows:

The basic structure out of which the phalanx was to develop was present/in deeply organized tribal
detachments, which were described by Homer. This wes the pre-phalanx phase of the unit's development.
These formations changed in the first half of the seventh century BC, when noble and heavily armed
infantrymen relegated lightly armed levies to the backgroundi<The latter were considerably larger in
number than the hoplites, but they hardly participated in combat; remaining in the rear. The far less
numerous hoplites reached the field of battle on horseback; then left their horses with armor bearing
squires and fought on foot (as is revealed by lexical sources). Originally, hoplites fought in one rank.
In archaic times, a cavalry was sparse in number, and played‘a subsidiary military role, except in Thessaly,
the western seaboard of Anatoly, and Great Greece::InBoeotia, distinguished hoplites gradually became
horsemen, and their armor bearers became hamippos. This was the second phase of the phalanx's
evolution.

The number of hoplite ranks in a phalanx gradually grew. Thus, on the vase of Chigi (dating from
the middle of the seventh century BC)\e already see two ranks of hoplites. This increase in the number
of ranks added to the steadiness of ‘the hoplite formations in battle. By the end of the seventh and
beginning of the sixth centuries;/BC, the phalanx had finally become a solid linear formation of hoplites
deployed in several ranks, andoy.the'end of the sixth century BC the classic hoplite panopoly, including
\]gveapons (one spear) and armor, had been fully developed. This is the third and final phase of phalanx

ormation.
