a) in crime fiction the event system dominates; the main thing is not an evolution of a
character but a result. The hero is statistic. The event determines the text composition and cre-
ates a possibility for a character to act and not to develop.

b) as a result an investigator fulfils a limited set of functions in detective fiction — certi-
fies a crime, decides to start an investigation, collects material evidences, traces a suspect,
summarizes, thinks over and makes conclusions and at last reveals a criminal.
