This article examines the evolution of the literary fairy tale genre in Russian literature
of the first half of the 20th century. A comparative analysis of the works of A. N. Tolstoy and
A. P. Platonov reveals key issues in genre identification: a departure from the folklore canon, the
psychologization of characters, and the complexity of philosophical subtext. The techniques of
artistic expression that shape the author’s unique style within the fairy tale narrative are examined.
