THE CONFLICT OVER MESSANA

O. S. Orzhekhovsky

In 265/4 B. C._Hiero Il, the king of Syracuse, defeated the Mamertines of Messana in
the battle of Longon. The Mamertines appealed to the Romans for help, but since the
help was longhin coming, they handed Messana over to the Carthaginians. The Roman
military tribune”Caius Claudius arrived)too,late]to help the Mamertines against Hiero and,
findingyCarthaginians in Messana, forced them to leave the city. A Carthaginian army
thereupon crossed to Sicily and laid siege to Messana with the cooperation of Hiero's
troops. In Rome this was taken as a casus belli and the centuriate assembly voted to dis-
patch a consular army to Sicily. This amounted to a declaration of war against Carthage.
