IN THE PUSHKIN MUSEUM

The first two parts of this publication (scarabs of the ‘late Middle and New kingdoms)
appeared in VDI 1973, 3 and 1976, 2.

In the collections of the Pushkin Museum and the,Hermitage there are scarabs, sca-
raboids and seals of many pharaohs who ruledtinsthe | millennium B. C. Since in this
later period seals inscribedjwith a pharaoh’s name were used as amulets, scarabs were made
bearing the names of pharaohs long since dead. In the | millennium several kings had the
same name. In the present article the atthor publishes only royal scarabs made in the li-
fetime of the pharaohs whose namessthey bore. Criteria for authenticity of a scarab are
the shape of the beetle, the presence of a second name or titulary, palaeographic features
of the inscription, likeness to, other objects of similar type found in archaeologically
dated contexts. In cases wheresasscarab might have been made in the lifetime of two or
several pharaohs all possiblewariants are taken into account in the footnotes. Some of the
scarabs published here are/of particular interest from both the historical and the artistic
tandpoint.
