A HOARD OF BRONZE COINS FROM THE TIME
OF MITHRIDATES VIII

Yu. S. Krushkol

In 1968 inhabitants of the village Sukko in'the Anapa’distriet found a hoard of 93 bron-
ze coins dated in the reign of Mithridates VIIl (A.D. 39—44). The\coins were probably
buried in A.D. 44 during the internecine warfare between Mithridates and his brother
Cotysl. The discovery of the hoard confirms the testimonysofiTacitus (Ann. X1l 15—19)
that the civil war was waged on the territory of Asiatic,Bosporus (Sindice) and not far
from the sea «..for the Roman troops were returning by sea» (Ann. XII 17). Sukko is
just by the sea. The hoard includes: an autonomous coin” of Panticapaeum struck at the
end of the 1st century B.C. or the beginning of the"Ist'A.D.; 5 coins of Caesarea, the name
given to Panticapaeum in honour of Augustus (14—8 B.C.); one coin of Phanagoria,
renamed Agrippias in the same period, inthonour of the military leader; a coin with the
name and portrait of the emperor Fiberius, which was struck in the reign of the
Bosporan king Aspurgus; also 15 coins struck under the same Bosporan king in the reign
of the emperor Caligula, to which period belong also two coins with portraits of Gepae-
pyris, mother of Mithridates V.IIl,%and 62 coins bearing the name and portrait of Mithri-
dates himself. The hoard is a valuable find both from the purely numismatic standpoint
and for its interest for studenits of relations between Bosporus and Rome.
