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A HOARD OF PARTHIAN COINS FROM ARMENIA
A . M. Akopyan

The hoard of Parthian copper published here was found in 1929 near the village of
Aparan. The circumstances in which it was found are not known. Together with other
finds of Parthian copper in the Transcaucasus the Aparan findj confutes the opinion held
by K. V. Golenko and Y. A. Pakhomov that Parthian copper did not circulate in the
region. The 1929 hoard comprises 16 coins whose dates range from the end of the 2nd cen-
tury B. C. to the beginning of the 2nd century A. D.: 1 example of Mithridates 11, 2 of
Mithridates I'11, 10 of Orodes 11,1 of Phraates 1V, 2 of Artabanus Il. This chronological
range agrees with the dates of individual copper and silver coin-finds in the Transcaucasus
and indicates close commercial and economic relations between Parthia and.the Transcau- \
casian region throughout the period. v
