A HELMET FROM DAKHOVSKAYA STATION

The author considers the attribution of a bronze helmet found near Dakhovskaya
station in the Kuban. Judging by, the technique of its manufacture and the peculiarities
of its shape and decoration, the author concludes that the helmet could have been made
in northern Etruria in the second half of the 6th or first half of the 5th century B. C.
