LES FORMES'PRECOCES DE L’URBANISATION
Ju. V. Andrejev

L’ antithese familiere «ville : campagne» ne permet ‘pas d’interpretation adequate
de la dynamique complexe de I'urbanisation a ses\premieres etapes, lesquelles ont coin-
cide, dans les foyers les plus anciens de la civilisation, avec |’age du bronze, voire parti-
ellement avec le neolithique. L’idee traditionnelle d’une metamorphose graduelle de la
campagne en ville sous I’effet de I’ainsi-dite «revolution urbaine» apparait aujourd’hui
comme depassee, grossierement simpliste, inadequate a la suite reelle des evenements.
Il est plus logique de supposer que da ville a connu une evolution tres prolongee avant de
devenir ville non seulement desnom, mais aussi de fait. Au cours de cette evolution,
qui a dure plusieurs millenaires, iha inevitablement du apparaitre de nombreuses formes
intermediaries ou hybrides, d’agglomerations combinant des caracteres urbains et des
caracteres dialectiquementopposes, c’est-a-dire non-urbains.

A I’heure actuelle~on, peut parler de deux formes hybrides d’agglomerations, bien
qu’une etude plus poussee du probleme puisse en accroitre le nombre. Nous proposons
de les designer sous les'noms conventionnels de «quasi-ville» et «protoville». Par quasi-
ville nous entendons”une agglomeration ne possedant que certains des caracteres exte-
rieurs d’une localite de type urbain, par exemple une enceinte, des habitats a disposition
compacte, des maisons de pierre, parfois a un ou deux etages, des elements de planifica-
tion reguliere, mais qui ne remplit pratiquement aucune des fonctions propres a une
vraie ville et qui n’est en realite qu’une agglomeration rurale presentant une ressemblan-
ce’ morphologique avec la ville. La protoville est une categorie historique d’un ordre plus
eleve, beaucoup plus proche de la ville proprement dite, mais qui ne lui est pas tota-
lement identique. La protoville remplit generalement nombre de fonctions de la ville
proprement dite, avant tout celle de centre: economique, politique, religieux, militaire
etc. Mais une partie considerable de sa population est constituee par des personnes tra-
vaillant directement dans la production agricole.

La separation entre la ville et la campagne n’est effective qu’en societe de classe
pleinement constituee qui a definitivement rompu ses attaches avec les traditions de la
societe clanale primitive, ou la paysannerie libre ou a demi libre soit disparait totale-
ment en tant que classe, soit diminue tres fort numeriquement, comme ce fut le cas
apparemment dans les Etats hellenistiques et, encore plus tard, dans I’'Empire romain.
C’est alors que prend fin I’urbanisation des pays de I’Antiquite.
