SED-FESTIVAL AND THE ORIGINS OF THE ANCIENT EGYPTIAN STATE

The author makes a thorough analysis of all Early Dynasty data connected with celebrating sed-
festival,"among them the mace head of Pharaoch Horus the Catfish (Narmer), the label of Pharaoh Den
depicting the ruler's ritual running, fragments of stone-vessels of Pharaohs Adjib and Ka with inscriptions
proclaiming sed-festival celebration, and two statues of Pharaoh Khasekhem wearing sed-festival
garment.

The analysis of these data was carried out in their connection with the political processes which took
place in the Nile Valley at the turn of the IVth-11lrd mill. BC. This made it possible to reconsider the
question about the origins and original ritual sense of the sed-festival.
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In the author's opinion, in the Early Dynastic period sed-festival ritual was aimed at consolidating
pharaoh's power over the “one in two” state and was performed after a military campaign as a ritual
strengthening the success achieved.

Thus, during the reign of Horus the Catfish (Narmer) sed-festival was celebrated in Buto, cult centre
of Lower Egypt, after the rebellion in the Delta was put down. The heb-sed solemnity of Horus
Khasekhem, the last ruler of the Second Dynasty, was performed in a similar political situation. After the
reunion of the two parts of Egypt, the Pharaoh changed his name and continued his rule as Horus
Khasekhemui.

In the middle of the First Dynasty political stability enabled Pharach Den to concentrate his efforts on
strengthening the eastern frontier of the country in order to secure trade with the Near East and extraction
of copper in Sinai. A successful military campaign against inw.w - dwellers of the East Desert - was
followed by a heb-sed celebration which strengthened ritually the integrity of Egyptian frontiers.

The lack of information about the reigns of Pharaohs Adjib and Ka prevents us from connecting,the
heb-sed celebration with the political events of that time. However, the process of strengthening the/“one
in two” symbolism makes it possible to assume that the main task of the heb-sed under these_pharaohs
was to strengthen pharaoh's power over the “one in two” state.
