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INTERRELATION OF PROCRASTINATION AND PERFECTIONISM
IN UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

In the article, the author explores the relationship between procrastination and
perfectionism. The study of the phenomenon of procrastination in science began recently, and
the reasons for the tendency to procrastinate have not yet been established. Therefore,
questions arise about what factors influence the occurrence of procrastination in students,
whether this phenomenon is associated with perfectionism, and what are the specifics of the
manifestation of procrastination and perfectionism among students.
